Dike Blair’s work 

includes both paintings and sculptures. His small gouache paintings depict simple, often 

mundane, objects or scenes beautifully transformed via color and light effects. His 

sculptures also utilize excessively mundane materials to quietly hint at the more sublime 

nature of such forms as ikebana (the art of Japanese flower arrangement) or haiku, a form 

of Japanese poetry.
